Quality is the responsibility 
of everyone, not just one department

PRINCIPLE 1 

The traditional model where only the “quality department” is responsible for
quality is no longer working. In modern companies, quality is moving closer
to production, line managers and operators.

Every employee must know how their work affects quality. 
The goal is not just control, but understanding and prevention. 
A quality manager is a coach, not a policeman. 

Tip: Implement the “Quality Talk” rule – start every morning meeting
with one fact about quality, not about production.



Data-driven decisions,
not impressions

 
PRINCIPLE 2

Without data, quality becomes an opinion. Modern companies invest in
data visualization, trend measurement and early warning systems. 

Monitor not only output quality, but also the causes of deviations. 
Connect quality data with maintenance, production and HR, only then
will you find real correlations. 
Reports should not be archives of errors, but learning tools.

 

Prevention instead of corrections
PRINCIPLE 3

Complaints, scrap and unplanned downtime cost companies millions. 
Instead of looking for the culprits, modern companies ask: “Why did it
happen?” and not “Who did it?” 

Root cause analysis must be part of the culture, not a mandatory report. 
Fixing a defect is not the goal - the goal is to prevent it from happening
again. 
Prevention requires cooperation between quality, production,
maintenance and logistics. 

Tip: The most effective teams have quality, production and productivity
KPIs on one dashboard - not in three different reports. 

Tip: After every serious complaint, hold a short “learning session” with
the whole team - not formally, but practically.

PRINCIPLE 4 

Quality has a place at the table with management in modern companies.
Companies that grow involve quality managers in project planning, not
after production has started. 

Including quality in morning meetings reduces disagreements by 40%. 
If quality does not understand business goals, it cannot set the right
metrics. 
The relationship between quality and production must be a
partnership, not a control one.

 

Quality as a brand - not as 
a department

PRINCIPLE 5 

Customers, investors and employees perceive quality as part of the brand.
Therefore, quality becomes a communication and cultural element in
modern companies. 

Internal communication about quality is just as important as reports. 
Quality awards strengthen corporate culture. 
Quality has a face, a story and results - not just numbers. 

Tip: Create “Quality & Production buddy” pairs - quality and production
managers solve one specific problem together every week. 

Tip: Share a story, not a statistic, once a month. What was improved,
who contributed to it, and what the team learned.
